¢ hasa 3.0 minimum grade point average at
the time of application (include transcripts
or official record).

SELECTION PROCESS

tion trustees based on application materi-

als provided. All scholarship applicants will
be notified of the committee’s decision in
February 2024. Payment will be made to the
recipient’s school of choice upon notification
and in accordance with the school’s scholar-
ship guidelines.
